Dear parent/carers,

As a result of last year’s heavy snow and the disruption it caused the country, we have drawn up a snow contingency plan which the governors have approved. It will ensure that the provision for your children at such a time is both safe and educational. I would like to share the outline of this with you now although this is not an indication that snow is imminent and will only be used when absolutely necessary!!!

Please keep this information somewhere safe where you can refer to it when (or if) the snow does fall!

There are several factors that have determined the plan such as the various lengths and types of journeys that members of staff have to make (on public transport or by road) in order to travel to High View.

As a result we have decided the following:

· School will open at 9.30am and close at 2.30pm 
· Nursery and Reception will not be able to attend on “snow days” (this is because we cannot guarantee having a paediatric first aider on site and legally you have to have one when under fives are at school).

· Parents will be able to find out if school is operating as a snow day through the following means- MLE, the school website (www.highviewprimary.org.uk ) , the boroughs open schools website (www.sutton.gov.uk ) and a board placed outside school. In addition, if the system doesn’t crash as it did last year, we will send a message via Groupcall.
· Staff have been designated to cover for particular classes and work will be prepared in advance for the children including a Literacy and Numeracy lesson as well as “snow” activities such as Science experiments on melting, craft associated with snow etc.

· We will plan on the children being able to go outside for play time in the morning (if the snow is the right type of snow!) so please send them with appropriate foot wear and shoes to change into. A change of socks and trousers may also be a good idea.

· We are planning on providing school dinners but will update the website etc. at the same time as we inform you we are operating as a “snow day” if a packed lunch needs to be brought in.

Just you see, now we have a snow plan there won’t be any snow but I would rather it that way around!
